● Continue to do Times Table Rockstars, see if you can move up 

a level! 

● Can you use items around your house such as pasta or pencils 

to show equivalent fractions?   

● Fold a piece of paper into 4 and colour in one of the 

squares, fold the piece of paper again so there are 8 

pieces, what fraction is shaded now? Keep folding and 

working out what fraction is shaded, these are all 

equivalent fractions. Can you try it again starting with 

a different fraction such as 1/3?
